[bookmark: _Hlk111542108]Internal Medicine Student Research Experience 2025/2026
Objectives:
· To ensure medical students receive additional education on the fundamentals of conducting research within the field of medicine.
· Ensure medical students’ productivity while in the Internal Medicine Student Research Experience. Provide guidance on mentor selection.
· To encourage careers in academic medicine after graduation by exposing students to academia. 
· Encourage students to work with faculty and undergo mentoring with IM interns and residents.

Program Structure and Requirements:
· Three MS-1 students will be chosen via an application process each year.
· Students will be matched with a senior resident or an intern with a similar area(s) of interest. Students are encouraged to seek out faculty mentors with the help of the UHD Inpatient Chief Resident and Associate Program Director. 
· Students are encouraged to complete at least 2 of the 4 possible projects by the end of their four years:
1. A Review or Meta-Analysis
2. A Quality Improvement project
3. Case report(s)
4. An Original Investigation (retrospective, prospective, or translational/bench study)
· Each project is encouraged to produce an abstract that is presented at a regional or national conference, and a manuscript published in a peer-reviewed journal available on PubMed.
· Students will meet with the UHD Inpatient Chief Resident or Associate Program Director on an annual basis to discuss their progress.
· All research will be recorded by the IM program, and any concerns will be discussed with the resident’s research mentor to resolve any delays. 
· Students are encouraged to utilize their first summer or other free time to undertake their research. 
· Students are required to participate in a monthly seminar series with faculty lectures and Residency Research Track/Internal Medicine Student Research Experience candidates’ presentations.
· This program will run alongside an Internal Medicine Residency Research Track which will allow for collaboration and being mentored by residents and faculty. 
· You will be encouraged to present your research project at the resident/medical student seminar series, Internal Medicine Research Day, and/or the Graduate School’s Research Day. 
· The year's didactics will be geared towards helping your team complete your project. Internal Medicine Student Research Experience members are expected to attend no less than 70% of the scheduled meetings per year. 

Criteria for Selection:
· Qualified students should demonstrate an interest in research and a career in academic medicine
· This can either be through prior research experience or commitment to a particular field of study and practice
· Having a project and research mentor already established
· Students should clearly define one or several areas of interest that they will study during this program.
· Post-medical school plans will not be used to determine selection (e.g., sub-specialty vs. primary care)
