Draft Policy Regarding the Display of Artwork

At SUNY Downstate Medical Center

A Pilot Art Program

As part of its Pilot Art Program, the leadership of Downstate wishes to extend a limited opportunity to display artwork on campus to students and employees of Downstate and its affiliated/internal on campus not-for-profit organizations. The leadership at Downstate believes that the display of original artwork will enhance the physical appearance of the campus; promote the morale of its employees, visitors and students and provide exposure to the artistic endeavors of its employees and students.  Any decision by the institution to display artwork must adhere to the following rules and procedures:

1.  Any student or employee of SUNY Downstate who wishes to display his or her artwork may send a written request to the Director of Institutional Advancement, Box 2.  The request must include a description of the artwork that is the subject of his or her request. The subject artwork must be created by the student or employee making the request.

a.  On a case by case basis, Downstate will consider the request of a Downstate department or organization that wishes to display artwork created by an individual who is or individuals who are otherwise unaffiliated with Downstate, which, in the opinion of the department or organization, will promote the purpose or objective of the department or organization.  The Department or organization must submit a written request to the Director of Institutional Advancement that describes the artwork and sets forth the purpose of the display.

2.  An Ad Hoc Art Review Committee, consisting of no less than three individuals, will be appointed by the Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer to review each request received by Institutional Advancement.  Upon request, the Artist may provide a sample, photocopies, pictures, or slides of his or her work.  The Ad Hoc Art Committee must approve all original artwork displayed under the auspices of the pilot program and may require additional terms and conditions relating to the display which are not part of this policy. 

3. The Artist may not promote the display of artwork off campus nor may she or he use campus resources to promote the display within the institution.

4.  Direct sale of any artwork while it is on display at Downstate is not permitted.  No pricing information or sales contact information will be posted.  Downstate has afforded the artist an opportunity to display the art for aesthetic and exposure purposes only.

5.  The Artist’s name, local address and local phone number may be posted for identification purposes.

6.  The art display is limited to the Special Functions Room, the Atrium area and other areas of the institution which the Ad Hoc Art Review Committee, in its sole discretion, finds appropriate.  The artwork approved by the Ad Hoc Art Review Committee may be displayed no more than three weeks.

7.  Downstate will not provide any security to protect the artwork.

8.  The Artist may organize a small reception in honor of the display provided that (1) the Special Functions Room is not otherwise occupied for classes and meetings; (2) the reception is organized through the Office of Institutional Advancement; (3) the reception will be alcohol free and (4) the Artist will be responsible for all reasonable costs associated with the reception, including, but not limited to food and clean-up costs.  
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
