THE CRISIS

In Brooklyn, the fourth largest city in the US, and one of the poorest, there are currently 50,000 persons with AD; this number will reach 100,000 by 2025. Community studies found Latino and Black elders have higher rates of dementia than their White counterparts. Minority elders are the fastest growing segment of the population in the United States, and Brooklyn is home to over 100 ethnic groups. Yet, compared to Manhattan that has three large well-funded Alzheimer’s Centers, Brooklyn’s citizens are served solely by Brooklyn Alzheimer’s Disease Assistance Center (BADAC), a three room Alzheimer’s clinic. Annually, over 1000 patients are treated at the Brooklyn site. Most Brooklyn residents cannot or will not leave the borough to travel to Manhattan for treatment, nor should they be required to. 

WHO WE ARE AND WHAT WE DO

BROOKLYN ADAC is located at SUNY Downstate Medical Center. We are one of nine Alzheimer’s disease Assistance Centers funded by the New York State Department of Health serving as Centers of Excellence for the diagnosis and care of Alzheimer's disease patients. Our primary mission is to serve the working class, minority, and immigrant populations of Brooklyn. 

The Center offers comprehensive assessment and a full range of treatment for memory disorders. We provide counseling and educational services along with other services that include: comprehensive memory evaluations, Medicaid, home care and day programs, family support groups, English, Spanish and Greek, caregiver and home health aide training, and volunteer companion services.
