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I.
Purpose:  

To facilitate the collection of blood from volunteers to be transfused to others or for the donor’s own use.

II.
Definition(s):  
Allogeneic Donors - Blood donated to be transfused to others.


Autogeneic Donors - Blood donated for own use.

III. Policy:

The blood bank donor room is equipped to collect blood from volunteer allogeneic donors and from autogeneic donors. Blood donations are made by appointment only, as can be accommodated by donor room staff.  Appointments may be made by calling extensions 1918 or 4630.

IV.
Responsibilities:

Nursing, Peri-operative Services, and the Blood Bank.

V. Procedures/Guidelines:
The whole process of donating blood is straightforward and takes approximately 1 hour. In general, any adult in good health with no recent serious illness or history of certain diseases may give blood. Donors must be age 17 or older; minors must have a written consent from their parents or guardian. Donors must weigh at least 120 pounds. A brief physical examination is given to each donor to check his/her temperature, blood pressure, pulse rate, red cell level and other criteria. Other relevant information will be taken at this time, including a voluntary confidential self-exclusion form for individuals with high risk of exposure to the causative virus of Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS). Units from such donors will not be transfused. About one pint of blood will be drawn into a plastic pouch (bag). A person may donate every eight weeks or five times a year. All blood are checked against a regional and in-house deferral file of individuals who may transmit infectious diseases*. If donors appears in either file, his/her blood usually should not be transfused to another individual.

*Markers of transfusion transmitted diseases for which allogeneic donors are tested:

HbsAg; Alanine Aminotransferase (ALT); Sypillis Serology; anti-HCV; anti-HIV-1,2; anti-Hepatitis B core; ati-HTLV-I/II; Nucleic Acid Amplification Test for HCV, HIV (NHCV and NHIV), and for West Nile Virus.
Random Allogeneic (intended for transfusion to any compatible patient), Directed Allogeneic (intended for transfusion of a specific patient, if compatible) and Autogeneic (intended for transfusion to the donor) donations are accepted, provided that donors meet the criteria for their respective categories. Exceptions to the criteria must be approved by the Blood Bank Director or Physician.
