I:
Purpose: To provide guidelines for patients who receive multiple transfusions.
II: 
Definition(s): None
III: 
Policy: Universal Standard Precautions shall be utilized in the care of all patients

IV: 
Role Responsibility: Medical Director, Department head/designee will ensure compliance.
V: 
Procedure: 
Patients

All blood must be labeled appropriately and placed in a plastic bag for transport. There must be 
a sharps container in the room for needle disposal. All blood, blood products secretions and 
excretions should be handled as if they are contaminated. All patients should be tested for 
HBsAg and HBsAb yearly, and should be immunized as appropriate.

Personnel

Hand washing/hygiene must be practiced before and after patient contact. Personnel shall 
comply with pre-employment and annual health assessment requirements as outlined in the 
ICM Section 20. Universal/Standard Precautions are to be utilized in the care of all patients 
(See ICM 2 and 2A)

Environment

Blood spills should be flooded with a germicide solution and wiped up immediately with a disposable cloth.  (See ICM 17C) Spill kits should be readily available in the area.

Control of the System
The Infection Control Program staff will conduct environmental assessment and monitoring rounds in the area at least on an annual basis.
