Isolation Precautions on Nursing Units:

The color-coded precautions system has been designed to give concise information about isolation and precaution procedures for specific communicable diseases and infections. Color coded signs are placed on the door or the bed of a patient on isolation/precautions.

Universal/Standard Precautions

Social Work staff coming in contact with all patients shall utilize Universal/Standard Precautions (See ICM, sections 2 and 2A.).
