INTRODUCTION
The primary purpose of the In-service Education Department is to orient and educate personnel. 
Personnel
!
Attendance at an orientation class and a yearly update in Infection Control is mandatory.

!
Attendance at other continuing education programs in Infection Control is encouraged.

Equipment
!
All practice equipment is cleaned and disinfected after each class.

!
A special disinfection procedure for the ‘Resusci-Annie’ after used in CPR training is attached.

INFECTION CONTROL IN CPR TRAINING
CDC guidelines for infection control in manikin practice are implemented by educators conducting CPR training classes.

Structure Criteria:

!
Running water is available in the area used for CPR training to allow for hand-washing (an alcohol based waterless product is acceptable if hands are not visibly soiled) and manikin cleaning.

!
An adequate supply of disposable lungs, and cleaning/disinfecting equipment and supplies are maintained in the area used for CPR training.

!
If more than one CPR manikin is used in a particular class, students will be assigned to one manikin and have contact only with that manikin.

!
Students with the following conditions should not participate in manikin practice: upper respiratory infections; dermatologic lesions on hands or in oral/circumoral areas;  

!
Educators responsible for CPR training shall be thoroughly familiar with manikin cleaning and disinfection procedures.

!
Manikins shall be inspected routinely for signs of physical deterioration such as cracks or tears in plastic surface which makes cleaning difficult or impossible.

Process Criteria:

!
Only recommended germicide solutions shall be used for cleaning and disinfecting the manikin face between students:  wipe vigorously with a 4 X 4 wet with a hospital grade disinfection solution.  Sodium hypochlorite or 70% alcohol are acceptable.

!
When practicing the obstructed airway procedure, the finger sweep should be simulated.

!
During 2 rescuer CPR, the second student taking over ventilation should simulate ventilation instead of blowing into the manikin.

After the Class
!
At the end of each class the following procedures shall be followed as soon as possible to avoid drying of contamination on ‘Resusci Annie’ manikin surfaces:



Disassemble manikin as directed by manufacturer (see inside lid of manikin case).


!
Thoroughly wash all external and internal surfaces with a hospital grade disinfection 

solution.


!
Rinse all surfaces with potable water.


!
Store dry


!
The individual face masks are to be cleaned and disinfected the same way as Resusci 

Annie.
