I:
Purpose: To provide guidelines to prevent the transmission of infections in patient undergoing 
procedures in the Dermatology treatment room.
II:
Definition: None
III:
Policy: Universal/Standard precautions shall be utilized in the care of all patients.
IV:
Role Responsibility: Department head/designee/Medical Director/Head Nurse will ensure 
compliance

V:
Procedures/Guidelines:
Patients

Patients with urinary catheters or those receiving I.V. therapy will not be placed on phototherapy 

but will be accepted for other dermatologic treatments. Standard urinary catheter and I.V. 
therapy infection control precautions shall be practiced (Sections 15A, 15B). Patients may not 
eat smoke or drink in the treatment area.

Personnel

Shall comply with pre-employment and annual employee health requirements and procedures
as outlined in the Infection Control Manual (section 20).

Shall wash/decontaminate hands before and after patient contact (section 15D)

Shall not eat or drink in the treatment room.

Materials and Equipment

The floor of the photo therapy chamber shall be vacuumed once each day.  Its platform shall be 

lined with disposable chucks which is changed between patients.  Ultra violet screening goggles 
must be worn by all patients during photo therapy.

All injectable medications are dated when first opened.  

All examining table linen and gowns are disposable and thus used one time only.

All soiled dressing and soaking materials are discarded in fluid resistant containers.

Environment

Environment assessment and monitoring rounds shall be conducted in the area at least on an 
annual basis.
